Obiectivele proiectului: Asociatia obsteasca "INQUA-Moldova” si-a propus prin intermediul
acestui proiect, sa efectueze o evaluare a starii surselor de apa de potabilizare, adica a fintinilor
si izvoarelor in aria Unitatii Teritorial Administrative Gagauzia, unde compact locuiesc una din
minoritatile etnice a tarii-gagauijii.

Aceasta evaluare a fost conditionata si de faptul, ca in aceasta parte a tarii, unde resursele de
apa se atribuie la resurse limitate, populatia bastinasa in proportie de 70-80%, continua sa
utilizeze apa din fintini si izvoare pentru necesitatile casnice, in scopuri de potabilizare, pentru
scopuri tehnice, irigare, etc.

De aceea, investigarea calitatii apei din fintini si izvoare a fost una din obictivele cele mai
importante, care a contribuit la analiza chimica si microbiologica a apei in 60 de fintini,
selectate dupa principiul utilizarii lor, dupa gradul de impact asupra lor, dupa numarul de
utilizatori, influienta sau lipsa surselor de poluare, etc.

Un alt obiectiv important al proiectului a fost plasarea pe cele 60 de fintini si izvoare supuse
investigatiilor, a placutelor informationale, care aduce la cunostinta populatiei despre faptul, ce
fel de apa beau si cu ce fel de apa prepara bucatele, daca poate fi utilizata aceasta apa in
scopuri de potabilizare, sau este necesar de conservat aceste surse de “potabilizare”, care pot
sa afecteze calitatea vetii si sandtatea populatiei.

Un eveniment si o activitate importanta in demararea proiectului, a fost crearea Centrului Eco-
etnografic in incinta Centrului de creatie a copiilor din satul Avdarma, UTA Gagauzia. Crearea
acestui centru, a avut un larg rasunet, atit prin rindul administratiei locale, cit si prin rindurile
cetatenilor si locuitorilor, care atribuie creatiei populare o atentie deosebita.

Project objectives: NGO "Inqua-Moldova" has proposed through this project to conduct a State
assessment of drinking water sources, i.e wells and springs in the area of Territorial
Administrative Unit Gagauzia, where ‘Gagaujii’- one of the ethnic minorities of the country are
living.

This reserach has been carried out because in this part of Moldova water resources are scarce.
70-80% of the population is using water from wells and springs for domestic needs, as drinking
water, for technical purposes, irrigation, etc.

Therefore, to monitoring the water quality of wells and springs was one of the most important
objectives. It helped to analyse the chemical and microbiological parameters in water of 60
selected wells, based on how they are used, the degree of impact on the users, by the number
of users, and the potential influence of pollution sources, etc.

Another important objective of the project was placing plaques with information on the 60
analyzed wells and springs, to inform the population about the quality of the water water they
drink, with what quality of water they prepare food and if it can be used as drinking water. The
research also provided information about the well, based on the quality of the water, if the well
needed to be decommissioned and or made inaccessible for further use. This to protect the
health of the population.

An important activity at the start of the project was to establishment an opening of an
ethnographic Eco-Centre at the premises of the Centre for Creative children in the village
Avdarma, in Gagauzia. This center was very welcomed by the local administration as well by the
citizens.
